M E M O R A N D U M   O F   U N D E R S T A N D I N G

The Long Term Recovery Committee of the COAD and Rebuild Joplin
AND

Member Organizations of the Volunteer Housing Network


I.

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING is made this           day of 


              2012, by and between The Long Term Recovery Committee of the COAD and Rebuild Joplin (hereinafter called the "LTRC/RJ") and, Volunteer Housing Network (hereinafter called the "VHN").


II.

WHEREAS, the COAD has created the LTRC to serve as the committee responsible to facilitate collaboration and organize the long term recovery effort in the Joplin area post May 22; and in partnership with Rebuild Joplin to facilitate coordination and cooperation in volunteer and construction efforts,
WHEREAS, one of the objectives of the LTRC/RJ to utilize all available resources in an attempt to meet every individual unmet need as a result of the storm, including housing; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the LTRC/RJ to create a strategic partnership with the VHN to facilitate a community wide collaboration of housing volunteers coming to our area; and

NOW THEREFORE, the parties mutually agree to the following:

A.
The LTRC/RJ and the Member Organizations of the VHN jointly agree:
1. As of March 1, 2012, the LTRC/RJ and the Member Organizations of the VHN will form a partnership and agree to work together to house volunteers and improve the long term recovery for the Joplin community.

2. This Memorandum shall be effective until the recovery is completed  and volunteer housing is no longer needed. This Memorandum may be terminated at any time by mutual consent.

3. No party to this Memorandum shall, in connection with any aspect of its performance, discriminate against any person by reason of race, color, gender, age, creed, political orientation,  religion, disability, national or ethnic origin.

4. The parties agree that the LTRC/RJ will work with the Member Organizations to raise financial  assistance in partnership with them in order to  bringing their facilities where volunteers are sleeping to International Fire Code (IFC) 2006 edition. 

5. Both LTRC/RJ and Members of the VHN will be responsible for the acts and conduct of their respective agents and employees, but only to the extent permitted by law; further, nothing in this provision shall be construed as any waiver of any sovereign, official, governmental immunity on the part of either LTRC/RJ  or Members of the VHN.
B.
Responsibilities of the LTRC/RJ:
1.
The LTRC/RJ will provide volunteer housing training to members of the VHN.
2. 
The LTRC/RJ will provide,  funding as available to members of the VHN to install sprinkling systems in the sleeping quarters of their facilities.
3.
The LTRC/RJ may provide, if needed, suggested guidelines for managing volunteer housing.
4. 
The LTRC/RJ will provide, if needed, a detailed packet of housing opportunities within the VHN to incoming volunteers. It will be the volunteer’s responsibility to make their own housing arrangements.
5. 
The LTRC/RJ will provide shelter management support to members of the VHN.
6. 
The LTRC/RJ will provide coordination  and placement if needed of volunteers in work assignments.
C.
Responsibilities of the VHN
1.
Members of the VHN will commit to housing volunteers during the 2012 building season.
2.
If funds are provided to VHN members for sprinkling systems, said members will commit to housing survivors of future disasters and/or volunteers in the recovery of future disasters to the best of their abilities at that time.
3. Members of VHN will commit to maintaining of sprinkling systems for 10 years.

4. Members of VHN will provide their own volunteer management.


5.          If members can secure funding for sprinkling system, they are not required to                             


             accept funding from LTRC/RJ.
