CONSTRUCTION LEADER JOB DESCRIPTION
Responsible to: Construction Supervisor/Coordinator
Basic Function:
The construction Leader (aka foreman) has the primary responsibility to do or oversee actual job activity, including organizing the job, by, for example, generating material lists and ensuring that materials, tools and equipment are on site when they are needed. The construction leader works with the Construction Supervisor to organize crews and crew leaders and make job assignments so the job is completed in a satisfactory way. The construction leader may supervise one or more crew leaders. The ideal construction leader is a team player with demonstrated leadership capability who also has strong communication and interpersonal skills, strong organizational capabilities, and residential construction knowledge and experience.
Specific  Responsibilities:
· Conduct site assessments and determine scope of work
· Complete construction cost estimates as necessary
· Coordinate crew leaders, volunteers and contractors to ensure the project proceeds in a timely manner
· Work with crew leaders to assign, supervise, and provide on site training of volunteer workers in ways that ensure safety, quality workmanship, and high morale, while providing service to disaster survivors
· Complete necessary reports or data collection to Construction Supervisor, including completing the Client Ledger spreadsheet for each project.
· Meet with building inspectors and follow up on their instructions
· Complete and explain the Homeowner Repair Agreement with the homeowner.
· Organize tool and material storage area.
· Ensure construction waste management goals are met
· Cultivate effective relationships with the homeowner, partner agencies, inspectors, contractors, vendor, material suppliers and the community.

· Working knowledge of plumbing, electrical, and HVAC
· Working   knowledge of building codes (International Residential Code)
· Ability to read and interpret a set of construction drawings
· Good computer skills
