What is a Long-Term Recovery Group?
It is the money that answers the needs of your people
It is the manpower or people power that get the work done including repairing and rebuilding homes
It is the materials that your people need to get back in their homes including building materials, funding, furniture, etc.
The LTRG becomes aware and monitors the community’s need
It is the clearinghouse for all those organizations and people who want to help your community recover
The LTRG is made up of all different types of organizations from both the community and possibly surrounding communities who were not as affected by the disaster and includes individuals, non-governmental organizations, faith-based groups, businesses

Why do we need one?
Why is a LTRG needed?
You need to know what the need of your community is – LTRG assesses this need
Centralizes recovery efforts
Distribute resources using an established set of criteria to be sure that needs are met according to a set of guidelines
To have a group of people to share responsibility of recovery long-term – this is not something just a few people can undertake on their own and complete.

It requires a variety of skills and it is time consuming.
The LTRG will act as advocates in several different ways – by requesting resources, by connecting to resources, and through communication
The group will ultimately guide recovery for those affected
Through case management, the LTRG will help clients avoid receiving benefits or services for the same thing – for instance, if they receive 32,900 from FEMA for their destroyed home, they cannot also receive an insurance payment for the same destroyed home. This is an important concept that continues through long-term recovery
